Step 1: Mix a half-cup of fruit juice with
a tablespoon of sugar. Dip cotton
balls in the mixture.

Step 2: Tie a string to each cotton ball
and hang up near a window or near
an outdoor light.

If you are lucky, you
might see large Luna moths feeding
at your cotton-ball “feeder.”
